	Content & Organisation
	· Have the situation and needs of the selected target group been presented clearly?

· Has the presenter convinced the audience that the design meets the needs of the target group? 

· Have the major features of the design been clearly explained and elaborated?

· Have the working principles of the invention been clearly explained?
· Has the presenter shown judicious selection of information in relation to the audience’s interest and the time available?

· Is the presentation logically and coherently organised?

· Are all sections well balanced in terms of time and information?

	Delivery 


	· Is there good rapport between presenter and audience? Is interaction genuine and effective? 

· Is the presenter’s voice expressive and audible? Is intonation and stress effective?

· Does the presenter demonstrate effective paralinguistic features (eye contact, facial expressions, body language and hand gestures)?

· Is the presenter able to talk to the audience naturally, without overly relying on notes / cards / transparencies / screen? 

· Is pausing effective?

· Are visual aids, if any, well designed and effectively used?

· Is the presentation well-rehearsed?

	Language 
	· Is the speech generally free from grammatical and pronunciation errors (e.g. the pronunciation of –ed endings, consonant clusters etc)?

· Is the choice of words and expressions appropriate?

· Does the speech sound fluent and natural?
